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CTL ETF 12  - HAZARDOUS SUBSTANCES – EXCEPTIONS
ETF12 can accept categories “A” and “B” under the premises that there is evidence that the components have similar qualities with respect to hazardous substances, the scope of legally limited hazardous substances is up-to-date and thoroughly judged by the test house during the certification process. 

Explanatory Notes:

Electronic components – even when featuring identical electronic/electric properties may be composed from different materials. E.g. polymer meld masses may be equipped with functional chemicals like flame retardants featuring different technologies. In extremes one may distinguish between legally limited brominated flame retardants like PBB/PBDE, non-legally-limited brominated flame retardants, halogen free flame retardants. 

Another fact to consider is that limited hazardous substances (HS) may be subjected to change by introducing new legal requirements or limits. In extremes this may lead to the situation that a component tested at a time and found compliant may be               non-compliant at another time since legal frameworks changed in the progressive field of chemical regulations.

 

With this background in mind ETF12 can only recommend categories “A” and “B” for interchangeability with respect to HS in case the scope of HS is clearly defined in the product documentation and thoroughly reviewed during the certification process. Scope of HS may be redefined according to up-to-date legal requirements at the time of certification. 
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
